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Admission to Teacher Education is usually gained in the studentôs junior year after the successful completion of EDU 200 and EDU 201 . A GPA of 2.5 and successful completion of 

the CAAP (basic skills) test is required for admission. LIB 105, 110,  112, 220 , PSY 121 and the advanced general education categories AA and AH must be competed with a grade 

of C or better. A GPA of 2.75 and the completion of all major coursework with a grade of C or better are required for admission to Student Teaching.  

*Elementary Education requires an area of specialization, in this case early childhood. The Heath and PE requirement can only  be satisfied by ta king PHE 121, Personal and 

Community Health (please refer the Bulletin for the semester in which this specific course is offered). The fine arts requirement is  satisfied by EDU 344 C & I Art (fall) or EDU 343 

C & I Art (spring).  

*Students  who elect to part icipate in study ab roa d or an internship in the spring semester of their junior year will add a semester to the completion time of their program.  

*MAT 110 Mathematics for Elementary Teachers does not fulfill the general education requirement and is designe d for Elementary Education majors as part of a two -course
