
 
SAMPLE FOUR-YEAR PLAN FOR INSTRUCTIONAL STRATEGIST I 7-12 
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Admission Requirements: Admission to Teacher Education is usually gained in the student’s junior year after the successful completion of EDU 200 and 

EDU 201. A GPA of 2.5 and successful completion of the CAAP (basic skills) test is required for admission. LIB 105, 110, 112, 220, PSY 121, and the 
advanced general education categories -AA and -AH must be competed with a grade of C or better. A GPA of 2.75 and the completion of all major 

coursework with a grade of C or better are required for admission to Student Teaching. 

Note:  The Instructional Strategist I program 7-12 results in dual certification for a content classroom teaching endorsement and a special education 

teaching endorsement.  

 

     

JANUARY TERM 

Students admitted Fall 2007 or later are required to complete a minimum of two January terms. 
Transfer students who transfer in 40 credits or more are required to complete at least one January term. 
Options for January Term: (1) fulfill one January Term requirement during the Spring of the Junior year, (2) Additional January Term requirement may be 
filled by completing EDU 203 Multicultural Education during the January Term of the Sophomore year (space permitting), or (3) register for a January 
Term course during the Spring Term of the Senior year.
