Note:  1) EDU 203:  can be taken during January term, 2) secondary education majors must have an academic advisor outside of Education, 3) students should 

consult their academic advisor regarding specific major requirements and suggested four-year plans, 4) English majors must complete EDU 357 Reading in the 
Secondary School which is offered in the fall semester only, 5) students who elect to participate in study abroad or an internship in the spring semester of their junior 
year will add a semester to the completion of their program, and 6) admission to teacher education is usually gained in the sǘǳŘŜƴǘΩǎ ƧǳƴƛƻǊ ȅŜŀǊ ŀŦǘŜǊ ǘƘŜ ǎǳŎŎŜǎǎŦǳƭ 
completion of EDU 100 and EDU 125.
